ALTAR SERVERS

Girls and boys can train to be altar servers once they have made their first Holy Communion. 
If a child is thinking of becoming an altar server his/her parent should talk to Fr Tony in the first instance. After some basic preparation, the child will assist other altar servers until he or she is fully prepared and confident. Altar servers have an important and prominent role in church services and they must show appropriate reverence when carrying out their duties. 

Our small group of altar servers can cover two out of the three main Masses, and most special services.

Once upon a time we had a large number of servers, but now we are very reduced in numbers.  All this ministry requires is just over one hour of your time.  If you would like to join our group, please see Fr Tony, after the Sunday morning service at St John Stone Church, or Mike Thornber at Sacred Heart Church.

SACRISTAN
