AT NO EXTRA COST TO YOURSELF you can increase your offerings, because the Inland Revenue will pay 25% of your offering if you have signed a Gift Aid form. 
For example, 
an offering of £1.00 per week becomes £1.25


            
an offering of £3.00 per week becomes £3.75

We have nearly 200 people who Gift Aid in the paired parish.  Each year we receive thousands of pounds from the tax office as a result of Gift Aid reclaimed from your offerings.  But we could have more if every taxpaying-parishioner would Gift Aid!

Last year, our paired parish received a Gift Aid refund of £14,200 from the Government.

By doing this the Government was fulfilling a pledge to encourage giving to charities.

Gift Aid allows us to reclaim the tax you have already paid on your donations. As long as you have paid enough tax (on salaries, pensions, investments or capital gains) we can reclaim an extra 25p on every £1 you give – at no cost to you, because you have already paid the tax.
