Like other ministries, the Music Ministry is made up of people like you and you are warmly invited to participate in our Music Ministry for the praise and glory of God! Music helps our community to pray, celebrate and heal and to be inspired to go forth and act.

We live in a time of great change and opportunity. The 2nd Vatican Council’s Constitution on the Sacred Liturgy (n.112) speaks of the “ministerial” function of music. A 1972 document by the U.S. Bishops’ Committee on the Liturgy, “Music in Catholic Worship,” speaks of the importance of singing acclamations, processional songs, responsorial psalms, and chants. It also highlights the importance of congregational song, rather than the past emphasis placed on chants by the priest.
The 2nd Vatican Council set in motion a process of liturgical renewal that is still at work in the Church today. St John Stone’s Music Ministry supports this tradition and is firmly committed to being actively involved in this process of continuing liturgical renewal in the hope that “those who approach the Liturgy with faith can take part fully aware of what they are doing, actively engaged in the rite and enriched by its effects”(Sacrosanctum Concillium)
At St John Stone’s Church, the choir sings at the 10.30am mass every Sunday, leading, encouraging and supporting the congregation in our prayer through song. We rehearse in the Church at 2pm on the first Monday of every month. 
We are also involved with the celebrations throughout the Liturgical year such as Advent, Christmas, Lent, Holy Week, Easter, Pentecost and Confirmations. In preparation for special liturgical events further rehearsals are arranged accordingly. We sing in a variety of styles and try to cater for all tastes whilst striving to change and grow through the guidance of the Holy Spirit. God has blessed our church with a wonderful group of singers. There is always room for more members. If you sense God speaking to you about using your musical talent(s), whether it is voice or instrument, please, come and join us.
